          1. Entries
          1.1. Each National Federation may enter only one competitor in each weight category.

   (1). Competitors may only compete in the weight category they registered to.
   (2). Only the names of the fighters duly entered following the above procedure will 
   be drawn.

   (3). All sportsmen and officials, coaches and referees must be included in the entries
   forms sent to the Organizing Committee.  
          1.2. Deadline for entries

   (1). For primary entry form (number of people) use application form (Annex 1),
    no later than 30 September, 2008.
    (2). Invitation by name (visa support) should be done by application form (Annex 2),
     no later than 15 October, 2008.

    (3). Final applications (Annex 3) should be sent to Organizing Committee, no later than
    15 October, 2008.
      2. Referees
      Each delegation can only enter one referee who must hold at least a Continental

      Referee License, except referees nominated by IBWA.  

      3. Control, Registration, Accreditation

          3.1. Competitors must be citizen of the country which National Federation they present.

          3.2. The control based on the Sport and Organization rules of the IBWA will include

          Nationality of competitors. Proof of identity, as well as age, will be established by
          presentation of passport or an official document or its copy from which country/ region the
          competitor has been entered. If the competitor has more than one nationality, he can only
          represent one county and may not represent any other country until a period of 2 years
          elapsed.
    Upon arrival at the hotel, each head of delegation must appear at the room for control,
Registration, accreditation and confirm their entry.

          3.4. The head of delegation must present the passport or photocopy of the passport, sports
          medical inquiry, insurance and 2 photographs of each participant.  

          3.5. After registration, each delegation member will receive ID cards and other necessities.
      4. Visa
      In order to ensure smooth issuance of visas, each country must to send Annex 2 to the

      Organizing Committee until October 15, 2008.
      5. Weighing
          5.1. The weighing will be carried out in accordance with the Rules of the IBWA.
          5.2. The weighing will be on 19 November 2008, between 18:00 to 19:00.

      6. Draw-in
          6.1. The draw-in will be conducted on 19 November 2008, between 19:00 to 20:00. 

    6.2. Every National Federation has to send one delegate to attend the draw. 
      7. Uniform
          7.1. All competitors must have uniform according to the Rules of the IBWA. 

          7.2. The sewing of back identification of the jacket (i.e. the abbreviation of country/
          region) will take place on 19 November 2008, between 16:00 to 20:00 for all participants.    
          7.3. Each delegation must make sure that the publicity place of the advertising on the

          uniform is in conformity with IBWA rules. The use of a not-conforming uniform will 
          be prohibited.
     8. Ceremonies

          8.1. Opening  ceremony: 20 November 2008 at 16:00

          8.2. Award ceremony: 
immediately after the last finals.

    9. Insurance
          9.1. Each national federation is responsible for its own competitor(s). 
          9.2. The control of non-pregnancy, as well as the gender control, is also placed
          under the responsibility of the national federation. 
          9.3. Each national federation assumes all responsibility for accident and health
          insurance as well as the civil liabilities for their competitors and officials.
          9.4. The Organizing Committee or any individual (s) concerning to the
          championships will not be liable of any claims of illness, injury or death of 

          participants.
    10. Lodging
          10.1. The official hotel –“ Ibis”. Accommodation cost - $ 65 per day. 
          10.2. Each national federation which will send the entries forms (Annex 1, 2 and 3) on time,
          will be provided with full accommodations for 3 person for the period of invitation.
          10.3. In case, if the National Federation will not sent the applications form on time, the

          Organizers will not guarantee to cover accommodations expenses.

    11. Special instruction
     In connection with international requirementsс, people   by entry in Togo

     have to produce international evidence about vaccination "against yellow
     fever". Yellow fever ( fievre jaune, fiebre amarilla, vomito negro, febris
     flava) is heavy infectious disease. Lethality by toxic form infection is 50%.

     Death come within a 10-14 days. Vaccination is most essential form yellow
     fever prophylaxis.The addition information you may to see WHO International
